WIP Picture Book Critique Worksheet

My questions for this work-in-progress critique session:

My picture book synopsis:
Nowadays, some agents want to see a synopsis for a picture book query. In three short paragraphs, sum up the main action in (1) the beginning, (2) the middle, and (3) the end of the story. 

My picture book manuscript storyboard:
When a child reads your 32-page picture book, they will turn the page 16 times. The first page of the book has the book title. There also needs to be a page for that all important copyright information. Some publishers place the copyright in the front of the book and some place it on the last page of the book. 

Some of the pages in your book may have a scene that covers two facing pages. Others may have a different scene on each of the two facing pages. At the very least, your picture book needs to have 14 different scenes. 

Step 1: Please copy your picture book manuscript here. Then give each scene a number from [1] – [14] so we can make sure that you have 14 different scenes. If you are writing a board book or a 24-page easy reader, number the scenes from [1] to [10]. If you envision a different scene on two facing pages, label them as A and B.   

Step 2: Seeing the art that you envision page by page will help us balance the book and decide what needs to go in the art and what needs to go in the words of your story. Add an art note describing each scene.
